= Many countries focus on the improvement
of fundamental components 1 and 3 mostly,
less so the technical capabillities and
capacities and much less so market access;

» Recurring critical competencies that are the
focus of Improvements are the competencies
of veterinary staff, continuing education,
veterinary medicines and biologicals,
communication, and the preparation of
legislation and regulations;

= Where countries generally perform better,
other critical competencies that are being
addressed include operational funding,

identification and traceabllity and international
certification;

* |n budgetary terms, progress is a relative
concept;

= Some of the achievements seem to be donor-
funded and independent of the PVS process.
